Meeting Notes

Discussion/Common Issues:
· Questioning same sex supervision.  Does it have to be at all times?  How do others handle it?

· Treatment vs. Behavior: What approaches are other programs are using?  Is it a combination?

· What programs use a “waiting list” set-up?  Are there guaranteed detention beds for Post-D?

· Time court ordered in detention vs. placement in program.  Can the order be written until placement is available?  Are the youth held in detention until placement because of security risks?  If not what are the alternatives outside detention?  Is it really an issue for Post-D?

· It’s the Commonwealth Attorney’s responsibility to change the Judge’s mind not detention

· Violating kids in the Post-D program for “Failing to Follow a Court Order”.  Youth must be placed on Probation prior to be placed in the Post-D program.

· Facilities must have a positive relationship with CSU and Judges.  Must be humble enough to let them know the program will try to meet the court’s needs.
· Community Based Services vs. Facility Based Services
· Services offered:  DMV test, DMV learner’s permit?, DMV ID, SS card, Military ASVAP-testing in Norfolk, GED testing, Baby Think It Over
· Measuring program effectiveness is important: Group attendance, performance based measures, decreased involvement in court system

· Pre & Post testing.  Need to evaluate youth’s knowledge, skills & abilities before and after placement

· Treatment meetings: Set Treatment meeting in court

· What facilities do drug testing?  If positive what do you do?

· Local CSB vs. Out of Locality Services

· Using Medicaid for PD Youth.  Detention is an alternative to a correctional commitment.  PD is a treatment facility?

· Some facilities have a consulting psychiatrist for medication review. 

· Some Judges are ordering parents to pay child support while youth are in Post-D
· Norfolk PD has a pamphlet for parents stating expectations.  (Janice to share)

· Cage Your Rage workbook, Independent Living Skills (ironing, washing clothes, cooking)
· Restitution Places of Employment: Salvation Army, Thrift Stores

· Community Services Programming: Food Drives, Cards for the elderly, restitution)

· Medications:  How dispensing for youth on passes or employment?

· Clothing: Do the PD youth have same clothes as Pre-D?  Different at all facilities

· Educational options include STAR internet based program @ Loudon
· Alternate Educational Programming include ½ day of school counting Morning “detention community” meeting as homeroom @ Loudon

· NA/AA meetings are in house.  Sponsors provide services @ Loudon

· Ropes and Initiative course @ Loudon 

· Furloughs: Youth are placed on Electronic Monitoring when on pass @ Loudon
· Community Service projects through local parks & recreation @ Loudon
· PD program @ Loudon is 1 yr.  6 months in detention/6 months of aftercare
· Last 2 months in PD are saved for Community Services in Norfolk
